CCNA 1 Labs 

CHAPTER 3 

Lab 3-10 Communications Circuits in the Lab Companion corresponds to Lab for TI 3.1.9a in the online curriculum. Lab 3-10 should actually fall between the existing Lab 3-4 Series Circuits and Lab 3-5 Fluke 620 Basic Cable Testing. Essentially, just change Lab 3-10 to Lab 3-5 and then renumber the remaining labs sequentially to the end of the chapter. Lab 3-10 is the only lab that is out of order in Chapter 3. 

CHAPTER 4 & 5

In the CCNA 1 and 2 textbook materials, Chapter 4 is a combination of Module 4 and 5 in the online curriculum. 
Labs 4-1 through 4-5 of the Lab Companion align directly with the labs in Module 4 of the online curriculum. 
Labs 4-6 through 4-15 in the Lab Companion are in Module 5 of the online curriculum. In other words, the Module 5 labs in the online curriculum are 4-6 through 4-15 in the Lab Companion. However, there are a few labs between Labs 4-6 through 4-15 that are out of order. 
Lab 4-6: Connecting Router LAN Interfaces should be moved to after Lab 4-12: Building a Switched-Based Network. 
Also Lab 4-14 and Lab 4-15 need to be switched around. The Troubleshooting Interconnected Devices lab needs to come before the Establishing a Console Connection to a Router or Switch lab. 

CHAPTERS 5 through 9

Here is another area where the numbering of the Cisco Press textbook material chapters and the online curriculum Modules are different. First, as was stated before, Module 4 and 5 in the online curriculum are combined to just Chapter 4 in the textbook. Module 7 and 8 in the online curriculum are combined to just Chapter 6 in the textbook. This is the reason the book has nine Chapters and the online curriculum has 11 Modules.

CCNA 2 Labs

Due to the combination of chapters in CCNA1, the 2nd Semester in the book begins with Chapter 10. 

CHAPTER 12 in Lab Companion book (Module 3)
Labs 12-5 Configuring an Ethernet Interface and 12-6 Making Configuration Changes should be swapped in order. 
Lab 12-10 Password Recovery Procedures is actually Lab 14-5 and should reference TI 5.2.6a on page 315. (See below for the replacement for Lab 12-10.)

CHAPTER 14 (Module 5)
Lab 14-4 Copying, Editing, and Pasting Configurations should be back in chapter twelve as Lab 12-10.
Lab 14-5 Managing IOS Images with TFTP is now Lab 14-4 and should reference TI 5.2.5, not 5.2.5a as it says in the book on page 315. 
Lab 14-6 is fine but it needs to reference TI 5.2.6b, not 5.2.5b as it says on page 315. 

Lab 14-3 in the book should correspond to TI 5.2.3 in the online curriculum and not 5.2.6 as it says in the book on page 315.  

CHAPTER 18 (Module 9)
The labs are all there, just in a completely different order than in the online curriculum.

The correct order of the labs in Chapter 18 is as follows (The corrected corresponding TI is indicated in the parenthesis at the end, which needs to be changed on page 385):

1) Lab 18-2: Using show ip route to Examine Routing Tables (TI 9.1.1)

2) Lab 18-4: Gateway of Last Resort (TI 9.1.2)

3) Lab 18-5: Last Route Update (TI 9.1.8)

4) Lab 18-1: Troubleshooting Using Ping and Telnet (TI 9.2.6)

5) Lab 18-7: Troubleshooting Using Traceroute (TI 9.3.4)

6) Lab 18-3: Troubleshooting Routing Issues with show ip route and show ip protocols
7) Lab 18-6: Troubleshooting Routing Issues with Debug
