Page 22 - Under heading "Class A Addresses" the last line beginning "However,.." is wrong it should say 

"However, each Class A address range can support 126 Networks with 16,777,214 node addresses per Class A address" 

Page 24 - There appears to be inconsistency in the Table 1-4 in the Network/Host bits column were for 

Class C it says “22/8” it should be “21/8”

Unfortunately some errors, regarding the handling of the LSA Type 4 ASBR Summary LSA are present in this edition of the book. This gives the reader a faulty understanding that LSA Type 4’s are allowed in Stub and NSSA areas. I have found this fault in the following places in the book:

Page 176 - Figure 4-8 - This figure has a faulty note that declares it as a Totally Stubby Area (TSA) delete 

this note at the top of the figure. 

Page 176 - Figure 4-8 - This figure has text on the right hand lower corner with an arrow pointing down the 

bullet reading “Summary LSAs (Types 3 & 4)” should have “& 4” deleted. Per RFC2328 sections 12.4.3.1 and 12.4.3 Summary type 4 LSA’s are not advertised into Stub Areas.

Page 208 - Last paragraph - "For example, LSA Types 1 through 4 are allowed and 5 through 7 are 

blocked." Should read "For example, LSA Types 1 through 3 are allowed and 4 through 7 are blocked."

Page 289 - Table 5-9 – Change LSA Type 4 last column entry from ‘yes’ to ‘no’

Page 289 - Figure 5-12 – Delete the large arrows containing the text “Type 4” that point from Area 0 to 

Areas 1 and 2 respectively.

Page 298 - Table 5-11 – Change LSA Type 4 last column entry from ‘yes’ to ‘no’
