Page 438 – Table B-2 – The binary number is shown as 11101001, but it should be 11101011.

Page 46 – paragraph between the two bullet lists – “notebook” should instead be “rulebook”. 

Page 117 (and ongoing): The term “MAC address table” and “Bridging Table” should be considered synonymous.

Page 212 – binary number near the bottom of the page – the last grouping of binary digits shows “000000001” (8 binary 0’s, followed by a binary 1). It should instead list “00000001” (7 binary 0’s followed by a binary 1).

Page 230 – figure 10-9 – IP address “150.1.4.5” should be “150.1.2.5”.

Page 254 – figure 11-12 – R2’s routing table box – reference to “199.1.1.2” should be “199.1.1.1”.

Page 272 – Figure 12-6 – the router at the top center of the figure should be labeled “R3” instead of “R2”.

Page 275 – last paragraph – 2nd line – “…IGRP and OSPF are the most popular…” should state “EIGRP” instead of “IGRP”.

Page 323 – figure 15-6 – the routers are mislabeled. The left-side router should be R1, the upper right is correct as R2, and the lower right should be R3.

Page 323 – paragraph after figure 15-6 – 3rd line from the end of the paragraph - the reference to “figure 15-4” should instead reference figure “15-5”.

Page 365 – Last paragraph – first sentence – “…password from being by someone…” should be “…password from being stolen by someone…”

Page 382 – 2nd paragraph – 2nd/3rd lines – the reference to “int.fredsco.com’, one of Fredsco’s internal web servers, whose IP address is 1.1.1.2” should instead list an IP address of 1.1.1.3.
